5.   Guest Speaker:  Terre Logsdon, Lake County Chief Climate Resiliency Officer. 
      Topic: “Overview of the New Lake County Office of Climate Resiliency and Survey of
      Community Needs & Concerns” The new Lake County Office of Climate Resiliency is funded by a 
        Cal OES Jumpstart Grant for Disaster Vulnerable Communities in the amount of $636,545.  There are 16 
        Resiliency programs around California.  Ms. Logsdon will spend 5 years developing and implementing a 
        Comprehensive local resilience strategy.  12/22 – 3/23 complete a survey of residents in person and on-line.
        4/23 – 12/23 support the Lake County Fire Safe Council.  Lake County will be adopting “home hardening” 
        Requirements for new and existing homes.  6/23 – 12/23 continue community outreach, submit grant applications
        and emergency evacuation plans. The Risk Reduction Authority has the authority to apply for grants.  Years 2-5
        continue community surveys.  Ms. Logsdon is creating “The Pillars of Resilience” color wheel a wholistic approach
        to climate resiliency on her website on www.lakecountyca.gov under Office of Climate Resiliency.  Residents in 
        attendance at the ERTH meeting completed her survey in person. 
        Ms. Logsdon is working with the Fire Safe Council and is pleased to hear of so many FireWise Communities in
        Lake County.  However, Chief Mike Ciancio advised that Insurance Companies are not taking into consideration
        Membership in FireWise nor a Council when calculating insurance costs.  Ms. Logsdon requested to know 
        what factors and mitigation measures insurance companies do take into consideration.  Chief Ciancio referred
        Ms. Logsdon to Jay Beristianos, Retired Fire Chief and currently Insurance Agent.

       
6.   Consolidated Lighting District and additional streetlights in Clearlake Oaks Status- Lake County
       Special Districts is still working on the package that will be submitted to LAFCo.

7.    Lake County Geothermal Project Watchlist- On March 2, 2023 Sonoma Clean Power will 
       Consider an agreement with 3 companies, Chevron New Energies, Eavor Technologies- Canada
       And Cyrg Energy- Salt Lake City.  Each of their agreements calls for building a demonstration
       Power project.  Focus is on new technology like “closed loop system” which uses less water.
       As of this time this involves the Counties of Sonoma and Mendocino, not Lake County.

9.    Report on Upcoming Proposed Commercial and Residential Project Applications Requiring Use
       Permits within ERTH’s boundaries.  New cell tower near the Moose Lodge.  Resident, Holly
       Harris advised that the proposed plan stated that the tower would not be visible from the 
       Highways and it is in clear view.  Tony Morris stated that the tower is not attractive and had
       hoped for a better design to blend into the hillside.  This was echoed by several residents.

10.   Spring Valley Update:  
        Tony Morris advised that 15 illegal grows are starting to set-up for the planting season and
         He will be working with Code Enforcement. 
         Problems with kids riding quads and dirt bikes disturbing residents, operating without head
         Lights at night.  
         In process is the 40 acre Lake Restoration which is a source of drinking water for SV.
         During the power outage the Spring Valley Community Center did not have a backup 
         Generator.
         Tammy Alakszay with North Coast Opportunities advised that the American Red Cross
          completed a “Sound the Alarm” program in Spring Valley where 40 smoke detectors were
          installed in 20 homes.  

11.   Northshore Fire Protection District Update – Chief Mike Ciancio 
        1)  Work has begun on the new Spring Valley Fire station.  Foundation has been dug and main water line is in.
          2)  Department has lost 2 more Paramedics.  They are down to 5 out of 9 Paramedics.  It is difficult to compete 
               with other Districts when Folsom just hired 20 Paramedics at $100,000 salary each.
          3)  Northshore Fire Protection District intends to enter into an agreement with Trane Consulting with their 
               Alternative Energy Program called “Flashes”. Trane must partner with a public agency. The project is a closed 
               Loop hydro generation plants located in Upper Lake and will bring in $300,000 revenue for 40 years.
               In addition to the revenue for the NSFPD the system would supply extra water to supply the Lucerne, Nice and
               Upper Lake hydrant system if needed.  Water will be drawn from wells not the Lake. This is one of three projects
               In Lake County. 
           4) The Fuels Crew has worked around Lake County during the snowstorms supporting and keeping roads open.
               Fuels Crew is comprised of 10 crew and 1 Supervisor. Current funding to run out July/August 2023 and Chief
               needs more revenue for year 2. Budget for year 2 is $850,000 for the crew.  Equipment has already been
               purchased.

          In October 2022. The Keys POA Board plans to have its own crew trained/certified to apply herbicide as a cost
          saving. 
          Lake County Water Resources is assisting with applying for a $2.3 million grant from the Blue Ribbon Committee.
          The grant would cover planning, engineering and permits for the restoration of the Keys.  
           Grant does not cover the implementation such as dredging, native plants or aeration  in the channels. 
          March 18th, 5:00pm is the General Keys POA meeting for anyone interested in attending and learning more about
          The plans to restore the Keys Channels.
