2 cups granulated sugar 

8 tablespoons butter 

1/2 cup milk 

1/3 cup unsweetened cocoa 

3 cups old fashioned or quick-cooking oats 

 

In a large saucepan, combine sugar, butter, milk, and 

cocoa. Bring to boil over medium heat, stirring fre-

quently. Continue to boil for 3 minutes. Stir frequent-

ly until all ingredients are combined. Remove sauce-

pan from heat. Stir in the oats. Drop by table-

spoonsful onto waxed paper and place cookies in the 

refrigerator or freezer until they are firm (about 30 

minutes)
